Hello from the Exec Director

When 1 was first diagnosed with cancer, I initially worried that |
would die. After receiving a good prognosis, my next concern was whether I'd
lose my hair. And then my next concern, as | began my first treatment, turned
to vomiting. Would it ever end, and could I get through it?

In bed, throwing up, unable to eat anything, my whole body aching, I called
my mom in the middle of the night, and told her | wasn’t sure that | could go
to my next treatment; | couldn’t bear this. She steadied me, and | was back at
treatment the following week.

I've had cancer 10 times since then. After each occurrence, what really
concerned me was the overwhelming nausea and vomiting that | knew
chemotherapy would produce. It was all | thought about, until | overheard my
daughter talking to her friend about how scared she was that | would die.

Suddenly, | realized that | wasn’t the only “cancer patient” in this house. My
daughter and my husband were, as well.

Have things changed! A recent article, Nausea, Vomiting No Longer a Top
Chemotherapy Concern Among Patients, in Cure Magazine discussed the
results of a 2017 study in Spain, identifying socio-psychological factors as the
top concerns among cancer patients. Not hair loss. Not vomiting.
